However, the there are no separate symbols for soft
consonants; therefore, the same letter can represent both — hard and soft counterpart. Instead the
softness of a consonant is indicated by the following vowel u, e, &, w0, a and soft sign. In this case,
consonants should be pronounced softly.

The Russian consonants can be also voiced or voiceless. The most part of the voiceless consonants has
a voiced counterpart. The most part of the voiceless consonants has avoiced counterpart. Pronunciation
of consonants followed by vowels as well as letters i, n, p, M, H doesn't change. At the end of the words or
before another voiceless consonant, all consonants should be pronounced as voiceless. Before sonants,
all consonants should be pronounced as voiced.
