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FOREWORD

Speaking of Russian choral art, we

immediately recall several significant
composers. One of such composers is
Viktor Sergeevich Kalinnikov. Among the
other choral composers he occupies one of
the most important places. The extraordi-
nary beauty and melodiousness of his
works still fascinate the listener, that is
why his works are still an integral part of

the repertoire of every choir.

Viktor Sergeevich Kalinnikov was
born in 1870 in the village of Voiny of
Mtsensk District, Oryol province, and was
the youngest child in a poor family of a
small official. The boy was taught from
the childhood to feel the beauty - in the fam-
ily they loved music (father played the
guitar), literature, folk art. The first teach-
er and an example to follow for Viktor was
his elder brother Vasily. It was thanks to
his brother that he enrolled in the Musical
Drama School of the Moscow Philhar-
monic Society for the woodwind depart-
ment, the only free department. The future
composer learned to play oboe, in parallel
with this he was engaged in composition. Af-
ter graduating from college with a silver
medal, he was able to stay there as a
teacher. At the same time he worked as
the head of choral singing in other
schools, in particular at the Moscow Syn-
odal School (1897-1923).

In addition to teaching, Kalinnikov
attested himself as a wonderful conductor.
At various times he directed the Moscow

Art Theater Orchestra (this position

brought him fame), the Orchestra of stu-
dents of the Higher Technical School, the
choir organized by the Musical and Eth-
nographic Commission at the Moscow
University, where he also helped as an
editor-composer of folk songs. The peak
of his public activity was the opening of
the Moscow People's Conservatory
(1906), he was one of its founders. The
last five years of his life (1922-1927) Ka-
linnikov worked as a professor at the
Moscow Conservatory, teaching music
theory.

Choral works form the basis of Ka-
linnikov's creativity. They revealed the
entire artistic personality of the composer,
both in secular and in the spiritual music.
Spiritual music by Kalinnikov played a
huge role in the development of Russian
choral art at the turn of the XIX and XX

centuries. The composer wrote 24 spiritu-
al choruses. Here are presented 17 of
them: "Bless the Lord, O my soul"; "O
gladsome light"; "Where can I go from
Your spirit" and other famous works. The
musical language of the spiritual choirs by
Viktor Kalinnikov is very individual. He
expresses the extreme emotionality, his
harmonies are very colorful and the melo-
dies (which will be discussed in connec-

tion with his secular choruses) are very
exquisite; the concentrated depth and sin-

cerity of the religious feeling and the in-
ner prayer tension, growing into humility
and even joy are typical for his spiritual
music. The composer did not write major

liturgical cycles, mainly his spiritual com-

positions are small-form chants, made
with great professionalism, musical flair,
artistic taste, while at the same time keep
ing within the framework of the church
style.

This collection also contains all the
secular choruses by Viktor Kalinnikov on
verses by Russian poets, among which
one can find Pushkin's "Elegy", A.N.
Pleschcheev's "The gentle stars shone for
us", A.K. Tolstoy's "At the gate of an of-
ficial" and other works on verses by great
poets. Each composition by Kalinnikov is
unique not only due to its verbal compo-
nent, but also thanks to the rich musical
palette of colors, in particular the volumi-
nous, flexible melodic line that invariably
follows the text and helps to complete
the lyric image of the work, making it
thereby more integral. The melody is the
most important element of artistic expres-
siveness for Kalinnikov.

All these pieces are small sketches
of the landscape, which, however, are
more similar in their essence to portraits:
as Kalinnikov's music combines with the
poetic text, so man is inseparable here
from the nature. Through prism of na-
ture the composer shows us human emo-
tions and experiences, meditations and
dreams. The natureas shown by Kalinnikov
fascinates us with its simplicity and sincerity,
despite all the solid and complicated music
texture. Colorful harmonies with altered
chords are delicately intertwined in the
musical "canvas" of works. Each voice
