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FOREWORD

Johann Strauss Jr. (1825-1899) entered
the music history as the unsurpassed “Waltz
King”, his heritage consisting of more than
160 works of this genre. As the conductor
of the Vienna court balls, the composer ad-
dressed himself to other dance genres as well.
It was in the work of Strauss Jr., that the
easy entertaining character of social dances
turned into noble concert pieces.

The edition includes not only the most
famous waltzes (“On the Beautiful Blue
Danube” op. 314, “Wine, Women and Song”
op. 333, “Tales from the Vienna Woods”
op. 325, etc.), but also opuses not less bright,
although not so known to the wide audience.

The waltzes combine the intonational
features of Viennese city music and roman-
tic tradition, are program pieces and have
vivid expressive titles. Their subjects can be
divided, conditionally, into several large cat-
egories.

The theme of love has a special place —
touching and passionate melodies lie at the
heart of the waltzes “Love Songs” op. 114,
“Treasure Waltz” op. 418. There is not only
romantic love: the waltzes “On the Beauti-
ful Blue Danube”, “Tales from the Vienna
Woods”, “Vienna, my soul!” op. 192, “Vien-
nese sweets” op. 307 are filled with affection
for the great city.

The pastoral theme also occupies a sig-
nificant place in the Strauss’ waltz heritage.
To compositions with a “nature” theme can be
attributed “Mountain Songs” op. 18, “Snow-
drops” op. 143, “The Dragonfly” op. 180,
“Voices of Spring” op. 410, “Lagoon Waltz”
op. 411.

A special category is made of works based
on philosophical themes of reflection on life,
time, events (waltzes “The Spirit of the Age”
op. 25, “Mirtle Wreaths” op. 154, “You Only
Live Once!”, op. 167, etc.).

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The titles of many concert pieces reflect
the real events. In particular, the waltz “Aeo-
lian Sounds” op. 68 was written in honor of
Field Marshal Radetzky, who had returned
from a successful campaign to Italy. Among
the compositions created during the Russian
tour, the waltz “Grand Duchess Alexandra’s
Waltz” op. 181 is dedicated to Alexandra
Friederike Henrietta of Prussia, the wife of
Grand Duke Konstantin Nikolaevich. The
manuscript of the waltz bears the inscription:
“Born in Russia and sustained in its cold cli-
mate”. The waltz “Coronation Songs” op. 184
is dedicated to another noble person — her
Majesty Maria Alexandrovna, the wife of Al-
exander II.

Like most romantics, Strauss paid atten-
tion to an oriental theme. Eastern tunes can
be found in the waltzes “A Thousand and One
Nights” op. 346, “Fairy Tales from the Ori-
ent” op. 444.

The program is expressed not only in the
compositions’ characteristic names. One of
the most important expressive means is the
sound image. The image of a mountain echo
in changing registers can be found in op. 18
(“Mountain Songs”), the lights flickering in
the dark — in the ringing trills of op. 218
(“Will of the Wisp Waltz”), the image of
waves rolling on the shore emerges in the
introduction of waltz op. 141 (“Waves and
Billows”). Such examples are many: in every
waltz Strauss tries to form its image style
with bright and precise shades.

The structure of the waltzes is one and has
two origins — the lyricism of the waltzes by
F. Schubert and C. Weber and the Viennese-
type waltz by the composer’s older contem-
poraries (J. Lanner and J. Strauss). The in-
troduction and coda give a frame to the suite
of five parts. Each of them, on the one hand,
contrasts, on the other — continues and de-
velops the subject and mood of the previous
one. The first waltz’ theme develops and gets
a more detailed look in the last one.

The waltzes’ introductions are very inter-
esting from the point of view of themes. Of-
ten they show a mood that will be the leading
one throughout all five parts. In some cases,
Strauss intrigues the listener, misleading

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him. A similar surprise effect was also used
by J. Haydn in the famous London sympho-
nies, when, after the “thunderous” introduc-
tion, the sunny main theme came on.

The combination of tradition and origi-
nality, both in the music expressive means
and in the structure of waltzes, allowed the
waltz genre to rise to a new level, to move
from an entertainment thing to a serious con-
cert piece.

The first book includes the earliest waltz-
es by Strauss, beginning with the first one
(“Epigram”). They already have a structure
with introduction and coda characteristic for
these works.

Among waltzes you can find not only fairly
simple ones, but also complicated and almost
virtuosic opuses. Therefore, the collection will
be of interest to beginning pianists and ama-
teurs, and to experienced performers as well.
