CHRISTIAN DIOR

The name «Dior» simply rolls off the tongue. It has been ex-
actly sixty years since the establishment of the Christian Dior
Fashion House, but its worldwide popularity has not abated.
There are Dior boutiques around the world, and Russia has be-
come an unexpectedly enthusiastic fan of the brand. This great
couturier of the mid-20th century created the elegant style of
refined ladies wear after World War II

Christian Dior was born in 1905 in Granville, a city in the
north of France, which is now the location of his memorial
museum. His father was a manufacturer of mineral fertiliz-
ers, and his mother — the only woman Dior worshipped all
his life — was simply an elegant lady. His parents dreamed
of a diplomatic career for their son, but Christian went to
Paris in the 1920s and opened a gallery. Later, his obsession
with fashion led him to earn his living creating illustrations
for fashion magazines. He received lessons in haute couture
at two famous Fashion Houses, where he worked in the 1930’s
and 40’s with Robert Piguet and Lucien Lelong. But only after
World War II did the couturier decided to establish his own
business. The Christian Dior Fashion House was opened with
the help of textile tycoon Marcel Boussac, and in February
1947 «the Dior bomb» exploded. Carmel Snow, the influen-
tial Editor-in-Chief of Harper’s Bazaar magazine, christened

Dior’s vision the «New Look.»



In this post-war period, women in the baby boomer era
were ripe for Dior’s silhouette — a slender waist, a full, long
skirt, and sloping shoulders, creating a voluptuous top. Famous
actresses of the time — Edith Piaf, Marlene Dietrich, Liz Taylor,
and many other celebrities became Dior admirers and customers;
many other couturiers on both sides of Atlantic began to imitate him.
Among his devotees were Tatiana Jacovleff du Plessis — maga-
zine Art Director Alexander Liberman, and Helen Gordon La-
zareff — Editor-in-Chief of the recently created magazine Elle.
Being both an innovator and a supporter of classic traditions,
Dior went on to raise the bar in the definition of chic and charm
for Parisian’s with his new favorites: a black-white-grey-brown
palette, and wool fabric. Several Russian models worked for the
Dior House — Princess Tatiana Kropotkine, Harbin model Alla
Ilychun, Elen de Korniloff and Dina Varenoff. Included in this al-
bum are images of Alla, the first Eurasian model — half-Russian,
half-Kazakh, who worked for Dior for twenty years. She was fa-
mous for her slender waist, measuring only 49 c¢m, and for start-
ing the trend of wearing heavy eyeliner. Dior’s most favored top
model was Renée, a French woman, whose portrait is featured
on the cover of this book. Alla Ilychun’s husband, Polish pho-
tographer Mike de Dulmen and famous German photographer
Willi Maywald took many of the pictures of the models. Only
images from a unique 1955 Fall-Winter collection are featured
in this book. It was during the 1955 season that Dior hired a

young man from Algeria: Yves Saint-Laurent. This season be-



came famous for its three new silhouettes — the A, Hand Y lines,
which formed a tight silhouette, elegant and more comfortable
for air travel. Dior, who gave so much to women all over the
world, died in Montecatino, Italy, in 1957; he was the head of his
own House for only ten years. But during these ten years, he was
able to create worldwide fame by virtue of his sophisticated taste,
magnificent perfume and superior accessories.

In 1959, the Christian Dior Fashion House presented its first
fashion show in Moscow. The Dior House has now been direct-
ed by Yves Saint-Laurent, Marc Bohan, Gian Franco Ferre, and,
currently, John Galliano. The House’s Jubilee anniversary was
celebrated with royal splendor in Versailles, befitting the royalty
of the fashion world.

This unique collection of original vintage photographs was
purchased by the author while traveling in Peru, in a flea market
in Lima. They are published for the first time in this work, a rare
contribution to the study and appreciation of Christian Dior’s

creativity and for Russian fashion lovers everywhere.
